The Attitude of the Facilitator
-Our focus is on Him.  Our ministry flows from dependency.   
- (Posture)  It is a question of FOCUS.  Where am I looking?  Who am I seeing?

- The greatest preparation for the encounter is being in the presence of the Lord…an attitude of dependency on the nature and character of God.

Focus:   1) Exodus 3:7-4:12 
     God wants Moses to focus on Him and what He’s doing (17x’s) and Moses continues to shift the focus to himself.  It’s not about Moses’ ability-It’s all about the heart and ability of God.  I have seen (3:7)

                         I have heard(3:7)

                         I am concerned(3:7)
                         I have come down to rescue(3:8)

                         I am sending(3:10)  You are not sending yourself!  You are not going in your own authority or power.  You are a sent one!—One walking under his authority bearing his heart.  We’re coming alongside people.
                          I am who I am (3:14)  I am all that you need.  My work is based in Me-not you.

                           SELF FOCUS:  Who am I, that I should go?  (3:11)

                           God shifts the focus back to himself:  I will be with you…I have sent you.                     SELF FOCUS:  4:10   God Shifts the focus back:  4:11,12

                2)  God uses those who would commonly be considered foolish, weak, and of no consequence to convey His message.  It’s all about Him!

3) Our Attitude:

Seen in Philippians 2:6-8

Paul said your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus.

    -He emptied himself. 

           Empty yourself of all you think you can do.
            Empty yourself of the expectations you’ve placed upon yourself.

           Empty yourself of any expectations you’re experiencing from others.

           A. Murray:  “Man’s chief care, his highest virtue, and his only               happiness, now and through all eternity, is to present himself as an empty vessel in which God can dwell and manifest His power and goodness.”

    -Taking the form of a servant.

            We’re coming along side people and discipling them.

    -He humbled himself and became obedient to the point of death.

           A. Murray:  Humility: The glory of the creature
                               Humility is the place of entire dependence on God.  It is the displacement of self by the enthronement of God.

Seen in Matthew 11:28

    -Gentle and humble in heart.

4) Seen in  Matthew 5:3-7
5:3  Blessed (fully satisfied) are the poor in spirit (humility).
     Spiritually in and of myself I have nothing.  Everything I have comes from God.  I’m impoverished without God.  AM says:  “The sense of entire nothingness which comes when we see how truly God is all and in which we make way for God to be all.”   Get out of the way!

5:5  Blessed are the meek.

        Who knows what people are struggling with when they walk in.

        Relating to others out of this knowledge about myself- I’m impoverished without God.  I’m a saint saved by grace and so I will relate to others with meekness and gentleness.

5:7  Blessed are the merciful.

        Get inside their shoes.  We don’t have a high priest who’s unable to sympathize with our weakness.

        TG says: “ Mercy is the passionate love of the Father’s heart meeting the desperate need of man.

                       Mercy is love flowing toward need.

                       That’s what mercy does:  it exhales the love of God onto the frozen heart, allowing the feelings to return.”

5) The anointing flows through those who are humble and contrite, 
Isaiah 66:1,2

The anointing breaks the yoke.

Thom, After the above into, I continued with the notes from the facilitation guide with a few additions.
-Build the rapport…Be genuine/honest in communication

· Communicate unconditional positive regard
· Affirming the  person’s worth as a person

· Genuinely caring without passing judgment

Put aside your own agenda and meet the person right where they are—Like Jesus.

· Be patient with the person.  Give them time.

After the 4th bullet under “Are you feeling pressure?” you might add:

· If you make a mistake, remember, James says “we all stumble in many ways” (James 3:2).  Mistakes aren’t irreversible.  Sometimes God works his best through our mistakes.
